Josef Vejvoda Trio (JVT)

bylo zaloZeno v roce 1998 Josefem Vejvodou, synem autora svétoznamé polky Skoda lasky,
ktery se dlouha léta podili jako Spickovy bubenik na mnoha projektech ¢eské jazzové
scény. Byl €lenem legendarniho SHQ Karla Velebného, Jazz Celluly Laca Deciho, Big Bandu
Ceskoslovenského rozhlasu a dalich $pigkovych kapel. Mnohokréat vyhral jako bubenik
anketu All Stars Band. Nahral desitky jazzovych alb s nasimi i zahrani¢nimi sélisty. Jeho
skladby pro symfonicky, komorni nebo velky dechovy orchestr hraji renomované orchestry
nejen u nas, ale i v zahranici.

Pianista, skladatel, aranzér a dirigent Krystof Marek a kontrabasista Ondrej Stajnochr
jsou hudebniky stfedni generace, ktefi se pravidelné podileji na mnoha vyznamnych
umeéleckych projektech jazzové, popularni i klasické hudby. Trio vystupuje pfevazné s vlastnim
repertoarem, pochazejicim od vSech ¢lent. Natocilo fadu snimka na CD, pro rozhlas i televizi,
vystupovalo na mnoha poédiich u nas i v zahranici. Doprovodilo mimo jiné i amerického
trumpetistu Bennyho Baileyho na jazzovém festivalu v Prerové. Zaznam z tohoto vystoupeni,

ktery vySel na CD s nazvem A Meeting to Build a Dream On, byl v anketé Ceského rozhlasu
oznacen za nejlepsi ceské jazzové album roku 2001.

V roce 2003 vyslo CD One Minute Dance s vlastnim repertoarem od vSech ¢lent tria.
Nékteré skladby z CD zaznély ve filmu Obéti a vrazi.

V posledni dobé se JVT vénuije i projektim s komornim nebo symfonickym orchestrem.
Po uspésné spolupraci s nékolika ceskymi télesy si tentokrat Josef Vejvoda pfizval
ke spolupraci na novém projektu pod nazvem , Tfi malé lasky“ Sukiv komorni orchestr.

Josef Vejvoda Trio (JVT)

was founded in 1998 by Josef Vejvoda, son of the composer of the world-famous ,Beer Barrel
Polka“, who for many years participated as a top-ranking drummer in many projects
on the Czech jazz scene. He was a member of the legendary Karel Velebney SHQ, Laco
Dezci‘s Jazz Cellula, Big Band Radio Prague and others Czech and foreingn Bands.

He has recorded many jazz compact discs and several times won first place as a drummer
in the All Stars Band. Vejvoda has written many compositions for trio, quartet, quintet,
octet and big band. Recently he has been concentrating on compositions for trio and
symphonic or chamber orchestra.

Krystof Marek, piano-player, composer, arranger and conductor and Ondfej Stajnochr
- bass-player belong to the middle generation of musicians. Both are members of several
jazz ensembles but have also made a name for themselves in the area of classical
music and as studio musicians. The Trio mostly perform their own compositions variously
written by all three members. They have made numerous recordings on compact discs
and for radio and television. The Trio has appeared in many concert halls both in the Czech
Republic and abroad.

Among the many, they have accompanied the American jazz trumpetist Benny Bailey
at the Prerov Jazz Festival. A recording of that performance has come out on the compact
disc named A Meeting to Build a Dream On, and in a Czech Radio it was selected as the best
Czech jazz album of the 2001.

In 2003 they brought out the compact disc One Minute Dance with original compositions
of all three members of the trio, some of which can also be heard in the film Victims and
Murderers.

More recently the Josef Vejvoda Trio has also been concentrating on projects with chamber
and symphony orchestras. After sucessful cooperation with several czech ensembles,
Josef Vejvoda invited the Suk Chamber Orchestra to cooperate on the project named
,Three Little Loves”.
